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About the painting

What many of Kleemann's pictures have in common is a broad brushstroke using a heavy, white mass of
colour. It is made more prominent by sprinkled-on silicium carbide, and boldly makes room and significance
for itself within the picture’s structure. Wherever it appears in a painting, there is something confusing about it:
is this purely illusionist painting, or is there something three-dimensional in or on the surface of the picture.

Inevitably, these parts of Kleemann's pictures attain an element of perspective, and perspective is perception
of space and a treatment of space.

Kleemann's painting creates spaces that are only possible on a flat surface.
His painting is a strategic game that is played within the space of the surface. A dance of speed and calm,

between dynamic and static elements. His fellow players in the game are calculated coincidence and the
chance brushstroke.

The winner is the picture.
Thomas Kleemann's art makes us forget the artificial boundaries between constructivism, informalism and

realism. His pictures also leave the viewer space. Leave him air to breathe. Let him live. And they captivate
him. They are not pushy, they are insistent and — original.
